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Resumen

La investigacion sobre la Formacion Docente Necesaria para Avanzar la Educacion Inclusiva tiene
como objetivo; Analizar la Formacion Docente Necesaria para Promover el Avance de la Inclusion
Educativa en Centros de Jornada Escolar Extendida en las Zonas Vulnerables de Santo Domingo. Para
proponer algunas pautas que orienten la formacion del docente inclusivo. Para ello se analizaron tres
(3) centros educativos, La investigacion tiene un enfoque mixto, el tipo de investigacion es
descriptivo, el disefio es no experimental transeccional descriptivo, la poblacion es pequefia y finita
con un total de 29 docentes, la muestra es no probabilistica y censal. Las técnicas utilizadas fueron la
encuesta, la entrevista y la observacién, mientras que los instrumentos fueron un cuestionario, una
entrevista a profundidad y una guia de observacion respectivamente. Los resultados demostraron que
la formacion profesional del docente es deficiente y no favorece el avance de la Educacién Inclusiva.
El analisis de datos, discusion y conclusiones permiten proponer pautas orientadoras de la formacion
para generar un perfil profesional/formativo del docente inclusivo, en base al fortalecimiento de las
dimensiones estimulacion intelectual, desarrollo de conocimientos y habilidades y la perspectiva
juridica, filosofica y social.

Abstract

The research on the Necessary Teacher Training to Advance Inclusive Education, aims to; Analyze
the Necessary Teacher Training to Promote the Advancement of Educational Inclusion in Extended
Day School Centers in Vulnerable Zones of Santo Domingo. To propose some guidelines that guide
the training of the inclusive teacher. For this, three (3) educational centers were analyzed, the research
has a mixed approach, the type of research is descriptive, the design is non-experimental, transectional
descriptive, the population is small and finite with a total of 29 teachers, the sample is not
probabilistic and census. The techniques used were the survey, the interview and the observation,
while the instruments were a questionnaire, an interview script and an observation guide respectively.
The results showed that the professional training of the teacher is deficient and does not favor the
advancement of Inclusive Education. The analysis of data, discussion and conclusions allow us to
propose guiding guidelines for training to generate a professional/training profile of the inclusive
teacher, based on the strengthening of the dimensions intellectual stimulation, development of
knowledge and skills and the legal, philosophical and social perspective.
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
